Dear Team Member/ Prospective skater:


As you know, last season we fielded two teams, an open collegiate and a collegiate level team.  This year we are expanding!!  We are planning to have Senior Tryouts on Sunday May 2 from 12-4pm.  Registration information for these tryouts is enclosed.  The registration packet must be postmarked by April 5, 2010.  The tryout cost is $60.  
We encourage all prospective skaters who are interested to tryout for the Senior team.  We will be accepting registrations from any incoming freshman who has been accepted or waitlisted for the 2010-2011 school year.  If you are waitlisted and you find out that you are not admitted to the University of Illinois, you will receive a full refund.  All skaters who try out must have also passed their Novice MIF.  If you tryout for the Senior team in the fall and do not make the team, you will not be asked to pay another tryout fee in the fall at the Collegiate and Open Collegiate tryouts.
We are planning to have tryouts for our Open Collegiate and Collegiate teams at the beginning of the school year.  More detailed information will be sent out regarding these teams in May.  All skaters will have the option of trying out for any of the following Open, Collegiate, Senior, or Cross-skater for Senior and Collegiate.  
In order to skate on the Senior team you must have passed your Novice MIF, and you must attend tryouts on Sunday May 2.  In order to skate on the collegiate team you must have passed your Juvenile MIF (Intermediate preferred) and Open has no MIF requirements.  Other tryout requirements for each team are highlighted in the packet.

In this packet you will find the Senior Tryouts itinerary, registration for the tryout, as well as what to expect.  If you do make the Senior team we will be having two mini training camps over the summer.  One will be in June, and another will be in August right before school begins.  More information regarding these camps will be available in May.

1.  Tryout Dates and Times:
· Tryouts will be held on Sunday May 2 from 12-4pm at the University of Illinois Ice Arena.
2. Tryout Itinerary:

· All skaters trying out will learn what will be expected off the ice
3. Team Selection:

· Team Selection will be judged based on the following criteria:
1. Previous experience

2. Skating level and ability

3. On ice tryouts

4. Overall attitude and dedication to the team
· If there are more than sixteen girls that tryout for Senior or if for some reason the coach feels that the team would benefit from skating less people than there are skaters, we would take on “swing skaters” or “alternates”.  Swing skaters are full members of the team that share a spot with another skater.  Alternates would not have a spot on the team, but they would train with the team regularly and be rostered for competitions with the team.  When choosing who will skate each event, the coach will do whatever is best for the team as a whole. · Skaters will prepare ahead of time

· New Junior MIF Straight Line Step Sequence

· Skaters will learn and perform

· Several step sequences including Choctaws, rockers, counters, twizzles and loops

· Series of 3 turns on one foot

· All will be performed unconnected and connected in line, block and / or circle shapes

· Skaters should additionally be prepared to perform

· Spread eagles (both directions)

· Bauers (both directions)

· Heel stretches (both legs at 135 degrees to the side)

· Flying camel spin
